Greater Houston HFTP Members:





I hope this letter finds you enjoying the holiday season!  The weather in Houston has finally begun to turn colder.  Holiday lights are popping up all over town, definitely a sign that winter is setting in.  Well, at least as much winter as those of us in Houston are used to!





There is an extremely short list of people that have devoted an enormous amount of their time, energy and efforts to not only HFTP, but also to the hospitality industry as a whole.  Perhaps at the top of the list is Dr. Agnes DeFranco.  Her commitment is evident through her involvement in the local, Houston chapter and also her directorship at the international level.  Agnes is the current Vice President of HFTP International and will run for President for the 2006-2007 HFTP fiscal year.  To show her local chapter’s commitment to her, the HFTP Houston Chapter is sponsoring a “Member Challenge” for the 2005-2006 year.  The Challenge is a point system whereby the winning member will receive $800 towards their attendance at the 2006 HFTP Annual Convention in Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada.  Here’s how points are earned:


	Member attends monthly meeting/social function:			5 points


	Member brings a guest to monthly meeting/social function:		5 points


	Member sponsors a new HFTP member:				25 points


	Member recommends a quality speaker for a monthly function:	10 points


	Member contacts and schedules the guest speaker:			10 add’l points


	Member recommends and hosts a venue for a monthly function:	10 points


The Challenge will run from December 1, 2005, through September 21, 2006 (our meeting date for September 2006).  All “active” members of the Greater Houston Chapter are eligible to participate (except for me).  To be eligible for the prize, the active member must (1) attend at least four of the monthly functions and (2) recruit at least one new member.  If you are the winner and are unable to attend the Annual Convention, you have two choices.  First, you can take the cash prize and do with it as you wish.  Secondly, and to earn a huge amount of respect from your Chapter, you can “donate” your prize to the students of the University of Houston Student Chapter to help defray their costs to attend the Annual Convention.  Of course, if your employer pays for you to go to the Convention, feel free to use your prize to take a guest of yours.  We, the Greater Houston Chapter, are making it possibility for anyone who gets involved in their local chapter to attend the Annual Convention in Canada AND to help show our support for Agnes as she begins her Presidency of HFTP International.  I am working with our website host to get a points page posted so that everyone can track their progress!
