Featured Speaker:  Mr. Thomas Gorin





Thomas Gorin is Manager–Revenue Management at Continental Airlines, and Adjunct Professor of Revenue Management at the University of Houston’s Conrad N. Hilton School of Hotel and Restaurant Management. 


At Continental Airlines, Dr. Gorin developed and implemented numerous revenue management tools, including improvements on overbooking methods and forecasting techniques. In addition, he has participated in joint revenue management research efforts with a consortium of international passenger airlines and the Massachusetts Institute of Technology for over six years, both as a researcher and airline advisor.


Dr. Gorin received his Ph.D. from the Massachusetts Institute of Technology’s Center for Transportation and Logistics in September 2004. His doctoral research focused on the impacts of entry in airline markets and the difficulty in assessing predatory practices in the airline industry in light of the competitive effects of airline revenue management and network flows of passengers. Prior to his doctorate studies, Dr. Gorin received his Masters degree in Transportation from MIT after graduating from Ecole Centrale Paris (France), where he studied general engineering with a concentration in engineering economics.
